	Zinnat
	250–500mg (1x2)
	UTI
	Safe in pregnancy


Dosage Calculations - Pediatric Example
Example: A child weighing 20kg is prescribed Cefixime.
Dosage = 8mg/kg/day → 8 x 20 = 160mg/day.
If syrup is 100mg/5ml → 160mg = 8ml/day.
